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ACCOMPLISHMENTS OF LIVELIHOOD DEVELOPMENT INTERNATIONAL 

IN THE FIRST FIVE (5) YEARS, - 2005 to 2010
Environment
1. Tree planting in the 150 meters riparian zone, along 25 Km. of the Victoria Nile

2. Mango fruit nursery established, and transplanted a further 50 meter’s inland from the river.

Poverty
1. Maintenance of Gertrude’s Home for orphans and the very poor with the introduction of pig farming for income.

2. Mango trees are now productive for local consumption and sale.

3. More of the poor have established a livelihood

4. Women’s sewing cooperative has been formed and has about 50 benefactors with tended families totaling to 50 dependants

Education

1. Good public relations have built the confidence and cooperation of the people and community leaders for the vision of Livelihood Development.

2. Education about the purpose and method to restore the riparian zone of the Nile River

3. Education and training of “train the trainers’ in women’s sewing cooperative, soccer teams for boys and fruit tree farming.
4. The learning of best business practices for each project through the beginning of advanced training.

Training and worker shops
At least 12 international workshops from women development to Human rights have been conducted at the center and in various places of East Africa

Benefits to the Communities
1. The completion of water taps and boreholes providing clean water for five (5) schools and three (2) communities. 

2. Community building and health education at soccer matches. In 2003 there were no teams, now in 2008 there are several boys’   teams. 
A community of about 300 to 500 gathers for these games and issues of relevance to the people are often discussed, at half time.

3. The Livelihood Development Centre is nearly complete it will provide accommodation for education and training.

The Vision is to: 

Environment
1. Continue the restoration of the Victoria Nile River riparian zone further north

2. Promote the best farming practices according to the local and environmental needs

3. Diversify fruit crops

Poverty
1. Continue supporting the orphans and poor children

2. Restore the livelihood to those living along the Nile River displaced by preserving the riparian zone  

Education and Training which will also reduce poverty

1. Continue good public relations in the community, with both the officials and people, so that cooperation is maintained and will grow.

2. Continue education and training of the best practices in farming  

3. Develop a processing and marketing strategy for the fruit produce

4. Develop a sewing business by education and training, providing machines and necessary resources with a business plan.

5. Support the development of other programs initiated by the local people that meet Livelihood criteria of reducing poverty

Benefit to the Communities
1. Because of expansion of the present programs and the development of new projects more people will be educated and trained and become more confident with greater self esteem

2. More water and boreholes will be developed providing clean water

3. Sports teams and health education will expand

4. The completion of the Livelihood Development Centre will be completed for education and training.
